Cycle route 1: Burgess Park to Southwark Park and Surrey Quays Shopping Centre
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2.7 miles (20-30min by bike)

MAP 1

Start Burgess Park Café, Chumleigh Gdns.

Take path across park to main E-W path. Go East along this. Turn left along Trafalgar Rd.

First rt to Glengall Terrace, signed as cycle route 22.

Left on to Glengall Rd to traffic lights with Old Kent Road (1).

Straight over (look out for left turning traffic) into Mawbey Rd.

1st Left to Mawbey Close, then right into Cooper’s Rd.

At Rolls Rd (2)  left on to pavement, then take first right into Oxley Close.

Immediate right continuing along Oxley Close going East.  Now on signed LCN2 route.

Continue on through barrier into Abercorn Way, then another barrier under St James Rd into Stevenson Crescent. Fork left, leaving LCN route2. At T junction turn left and go along short cycle path and turn right into Lynton Rd.

2nd left into Anchor St. At end turn right into Southwark Park Rd (3). Follow Southwark Pk Rd across roundabout and under railway bridge. Take   care on this stretch as traffic can be busy and can also “squeeze” you on bend under bridge.
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MAP 2. Follow Southwark Park Rd to the park entrance. Turn right through the gates then follow the road round to the Café.

Exit through the gates and down Gomm Rd to Lower Rd (at Seven Islands Leisure Centre)(4). Turn right on to dual-use pavement on same side of road. Then cross at the Toucan crossing and continue right on the pavement. Turn immediately lefrt into Hothfield Place. At end ride up ramp to cross Deal Porters Way and go along path across car park to the shopping centre.
