Grange get Cycling – Route Information

Grange to Surrey Quays via Southwark Park

Route (in blue) starts from Leathermarket St and runs via Neckinger, so across much of Grange Ward.  Base maps are Open Street Map, cycle version (http://www.openstreetmap.org)
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From Leathermarket St cross Bermondsey St with a rt/left shuffle into Tanner St.  Along Tanner St to Tower Bridge Rd.  Cross at the pedestrian crossing, then continue as far as the railway tunnel.  Just before the tunnel turn rt into Maltby St and follow this round to Abbey St.  Cross Abbey St and continue to Grange Walk.  Turn left on to Grange Walk then rt on to Neckinger.  At junction turn left along Spa Rd.  Just before the railway, turn left on to Enid St, then immediately rt under railway on cycle path.  Immediately on exiting the tunnel, turn rt on to small road that continues as car free to St James Church.  Use the right side gate into St James churchyard and follow the path to St James Rd.  Awkward barrier and pavement with no dropped kerb.  You may need to dismount and use the pedestrian crossing.  After crossing go into Tranton Rd, a pedestrianised road.  Now go to Map 2.

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Continue along Tranton Rd, across Keeton’s Rd to Drummond Rd.  Cross this and follow the small road alongside the large block of flats (New Place Square).  At Southwark Park Rd turn left, and immediately go down the first part of Prospect St then straight on along the path to Southwark Park. You enter the park through a small gate then ride past the bandstand and café to exit into Gomm Road.  At Lower Rd, turn rt on to the pavement (marked – just about – cycle path).  Cross at the pedestrian/cycle Toucan crossing.  Then rt along the pavement (again a poorly marked cycle track) and left into Hothfield Place.  At the end of Hothfield Place there is a ramp on the rt leading, via a pedestrian crossing, to a dual-use path across the Surrey Quays Shopping Centre Car Park.
